The investigation study of Central Kowloon Route (CKR) has
identified that there will be interface between CKR and the
existing land uses and local culture and characteristic in Yau Ma
Tei. Also, the CKR will necessitate the relocation and
reprovisioning of a number of Government buildings and it will at
the same time make available opportunities for land use
restructuring in Yau Ma Tei. In order to take on board the
concept of sustainable development and to address the public
aspiration for better land use restructuring and enhancing the
neighborhood and the cityscape, Urban Design Study for the
affected area in Yau Ma Tei is proposed.

The Study will address physical form, accessibility, vibrancy,
connectivity, view corridors, air circulation and local culture
continuity of the project area. The Study will also tie-in with the
Conservation Study and Built Heritage Impact Assessment to
recommend compatible possible future use or adaptive re-use of
the Police Station.
