Later due to insufficient space at the nearby area for extension, the
Tin Hau Temple was moved to the current location at Yung Shu Tau
park in Qing Dynasty (1876). At that time, Yung Shu Tau park was
next to the seashore, and the fishmen would pray for safe before
their trips. After the extensive reclamation work, the Temple
becomes away from the sea. Until now, the Yung Shu Tau Tin Hau
Temple is still a popular temple.
